1.  Chairman’s Opening Remarks:  

Chairman Greenberg welcomed Board members and introduced himself with a brief discussion of his background and his vision as Chairman of the RFPB.  Chairman Greenberg extended the opportunity for each board member to briefly introduce themselves.  Chairman Greenberg next outlined the meeting theme and agenda, and introduced the first guest speaker.
2. Guest Speakers :
a. Dr. Stephen Flynn, Council on Foreign Relations.  Dr. Flynn discussed matters relating to national security to include:  WMD, national disasters, cyber-terrorism, pandemics, and Homeland Defense.
b. Honorable Dennis McCarthy, Assistant Secretary of Defense (Reserve Affairs).  Secretary McCarthy shared his vision of Reserve Affairs, top priorities, and his emphasis on Reserve Component matters to ensure the RFPB’s role is understood as it relates to the SECDEF.
c. BG Margaret Wilmoth, Assistant for Mobilization & Reserve Affairs Force Health Protection & Readiness OASD (HA).  BG Wilmoth provided an overview of the Task Force on Military Health Care to include specific recommendations approved by the TF to improve medical readiness of the RC.
d. CSM Kenny Hill, Command Sergeant Major of the 304th Civil Affairs Brigade.  CSM Hill recently returned from mobilization/deployment to Iraq.  CSM Hill shared specific challenges his unit faced in the areas of family readiness, professional military schooling, and the reintegration process.
e. Honorable Scott Gould, Deputy Secretary of Department of Veterans Affairs (VA).  Secretary Gould presented an overview of initiatives to improve support to our returning OEF/OIF veterans and extended an invitation for the RFPB to work with the VA in the future on matters involving RC service members VA benefits.
f. Honorable Noel Koch, Deputy Under Secretary of Defense for the Office of Wounded Warrior Care and Transition Policy.  Secretary Koch provided an overview of the newly established (May 09) office to include their mission and objectives.
3. General Discussion/Executive Session:
At the end of each meeting day, the Board members engaged in general discussions on a variety of topics and issues raised by the guest speakers or introduced by a member during these sessions.  Together, these periods provided the member comments, thoughts, and recommendations regarding potential areas the Board could focus on for future meetings and in reports to the Secretary of Defense.
