HISTORY

The Reserve Forces Policy Board (RFPB),
established in 1951 and codified in 1952, is a
federal advisory committee under the Office of the
Secretary of War. It independently advises the
Secretary of War on strategies, policies, and
practices to enhance the capabilities, efficiency,
and effectiveness of the Reserve Components.

THE BOARD

In accordance with Title 10 U.S.C. section 10301,
membership consists of 20 individuals,
of whom 18 have voting rights, including:

¢ A Civilian Chair

e A Reserve Component General or Flag Officer
serving as Military Executive (non-voting)

e A Senior Enlisted Advisor (non-voting)

e 7 Active or Retired Reserve Officers or Enlisted
Representatives from each of the Reserve
Components

e 10 federal or non-federal members who
contribute diverse perspectives and a wide
range of experience in national security matters

The RFPB is a Federal Advisory Board codified in Title 10, Section 10301.
The RFPB adheres to the Federal Advisory Committee Act (FACA) enacted in 1972.
